	Effective Intervention Example 1:Millitary Action
Where: IRAQ
When:2003
	To disarm Iraq of weapons of mass destruction and to free the people of Iraq.

Saddam Hussein's was supporting terrorism activities
	The United States-led coalition overthrew the government of Saddam Hussein
	Numerous death cases and war casualties in Iraq
High levels of insecurity and decline in economy of Iraq
More than 4000 US troops deaths
Higher spending in the war by US

	Effective Intervention Example 2: Military Action
Where: Cuba
When:1898
	To protect US citizens and their businesses in Cuba
United States declared war against Spain after the mysterious explosion of the battleship U.S.S. Maine in Havana Harbor
	US intervened and supported the Cubans and Filipinos struggle against the Spanish rule
	Cuba earned independence from the Spanish rule

United States retained a great deal of control over Cuban affairs and obtained the use of land for a naval base

	Effective Intervention Example 3:Economic Sanction
Where: Iran
When:1979
	To prevent Iran’s progress in prohibited nuclear activities and continued supply of weapons to terrorist movements.

Radical Iran students seized the American Embassy in Tehran and took Americans hostages.
	The US freeze about $8,1 billion in Iranian assets, including bank deposits, gold and other properties
	Lack of medical supplies by the citizen of Iran
Decreased imports and exports by Iran

US lacked imported oil from iran

	Effective Intervention Example 4: negotiation
Where: North Korea
When:1994
	To stop the acquisition of nuclear weapons by North Korea.

North Korea was conducting an illicit plutonium  and nuclear weapons program
	The US entered in an agreed frame work to support North Korea with Foreign AID IN exchange for its stoppage of nuclear weapons program.
	The North Korean Citizens benefitted from medical supplies from the US
The US had peace as the fear of nuclear war was averted

	Ineffective Intervention Example 1: Military Action
Where: Guatemala
When:1954
	The goal of this intervention was to contain communism.

There was conflict between the existing government and rebels of communism. The US government assisted the rebels to overthrow the existing government 
	The US conducted a covert operation  which was carried out by the U.S. Central Intelligence Agency (CIA)
	Death of over 200000 civilians
Eruption of a civil war after the American intervention in Guatemala’s economic growth

The US foreign policies were repelled as the Guatemala civilians
The Latin Americans viewed the US intervention as an imposed repression

	Ineffective Intervention Example 2: Diplomatic and Military effort
Where: Bosnia and Herzegovina
When:1995
	There were feuding ethnic factions in Bosnia and Herzegovina

The US government intervened and led a peaceful political solution through military action and  negotiation

	The US used airstrikes against Bosnian Serb forces after the failed mediation talks
	There was a lot of bloodshed in Bosnia.
The deep ethnic divisions continued unabated.

It led to development of an unhealthy precedent of the NATO. It transformed its early precedent of repelling attacks to an offensive orientation.

	Ineffective Intervention Example 3: military and diplomatic support to Pakistan
Where: Karshmir, India and Pakistan border
When:1947
	At first, the US intervened in the war as it wanted to act as an intermediary between the two states.

There were conflicts between India and Pakistan over the area  of Kashmir after the partitioning
	The US acted as a mediator between the two states.
	Loss of many lives from both the Indian and Pakistan countries.

Loss of US soldiers when the America supported the Pakistan forces.

	Ineffective Intervention Example 4: Military action
Where: Chile 
When:1973
	The US supported the 1973 coup in Chile to ouster Salvador Allende Military Junta Government

There was fear that Allende would introduce socialism in Chile which was opposed by the Chile leaders and the US government.
	provided funds support and
run anti-Allende propaganda campaigns
	There was a coup which affected the Chilean Economy.
The coup was characterized with violence and destruction of property

[bookmark: _GoBack]The support of US to the ouster of ALLENDE brewed hatred by some Chilean leaders who did not support this move.
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
