EXERCISE 5.3 from Practical Argument; Read the following five arguments, and determine whether each is sound. 

1. All humans are mortal. Max is human. Therefore, Max is mortal. 
2. The cafeteria does not serve steak on Friday. Today is not Friday. Therefore, the cafeteria will not serve steak.
3. All reptiles are cold-blooded. Geckos are reptiles. Therefore, geckos are cold-blooded. 
4. All triangles have three equal sides. The figure on the board is a triangle. Therefore, it must have three equal sides.

EXERCISE 5.1 from Practical Argument; Read the following paragraph. Then, restate its main argument as a proof. 
Drunk Driving Should Be Legalized In ordering states to enforce tougher drunk driving standards by making it a crime to drive with a blood-alcohol concentration of .08% or higher, government has been permitted to criminalize the content of drivers’ blood instead of their actions. The assumption that a driver who has been drinking automatically presents a danger to society even when no harm has been caused is a blatant violation of civil liberties. Government should not be concerned with the probability and propensity of a drinking driver to cause an accident; rather, laws should deal only with actions that damage person or property. Until they actually commit a crime, drunk drivers should be liberated from the force of the law.
