	Can include “overreliance on authority” (accepting without questioning), using “doubtful authority,” or “misuse of statistics”

	Weak Analogy
	Also called “false or faulty analogy”; creating an unfitting comparison between two things

	Also called “false cause”; assuming a causal link between two events because they happen nearly simultaneously

	Also called “bandwagon”; asserting that popular opinion makes something “true,” “right,” etc.

	Supporting a statement be repeating the statement (and thereby not supporting it at all)

	Claiming that one thing will certainly result in other, unrelated things
