	Multiple Means of Representation
· The presentation will be used to examine and explain the concept of an interview and the qualities of a good interview.
· Through the opinions given in the class, clarification will be given on how to conduct interviews especially with people of advanced level of education
· The Promethean Board will be used to replay the view for better understanding and clarity. 
· A sample interview will be conducted in the class before the actual interview. The information will acquire will be recorded by use of pencil and paper. 

	Time Needed

	Multiple Means of Engagement
· In groups of 3 students, the learners will discuss their perceptions about interviews and the importance of interviews.
· A guided discussion will be done with students with special needs and thus who want an extra explanation.
· By use of the laptop, a presentation on a sample interview will be presented. 
	Time Needed
20 minutes 

	Multiple Means of Expression
· In their respective groups, students will develop five interview questions that will be presented in the class. 
· The groups will switch papers to prove read the question of the group and identify mistakes in the question.
· The students will then receive their papers and correct the mistakes highlighted before the presentation in class. 
· For gifted learners, extra activities will be assigned where they will be required to develop a ten-question questionnaire and present it in class. 
· Students with special needs will be given an extra minute to complete their tasks. This will enable them to develop the same number of questions as the others. 
· Early finishers will discuss within their groups the possible answers they expect from their teachers.

	Extension Activity and/or Homework
The learners will develop a questionnaire that will be used as guidance in their interviews with the teachers. The questionnaire should comprise a minimum of 10 questions. The basis of these questions will be the content of subjects taught, methodologies used to deliver the contents, and extra activities the teacher uses to keep the students engaged.

Rationale
ELA aims at equipping learners with skills and knowledge about communication with others and expressing their views. It will be my task as a teacher to guide the students to develop quality questions and help them use the questions in an interview with their immediate world, which comprises of their teachers. 	
Students are a part of the large community and they will interact with society upon completion of their education. They will need communication skills and listening skills that will enhance their communication with the other members of the community. Communication enables people to form relationships and thus with better communication skills will enable the learners to adapt well to society and be accepted as members of the society (Muste 2016).
The assignment given serves better in imparting the skills in the learners but students are expected to do extra activities to practice the learned skills. As expected the learners should take an extra step to develop their interview guide with target groups especially among themselves. This will build courage and knowledge in carrying the interviews.
