Standardized testing has existed in American education since the mid-1800s (Haladyna et al., 1998). recently, they have been many debates about the system's effectiveness and whether it should be abolished. Many American citizens have a different and interesting perception of the standardized test (Golden et al.,1978). They believe that the whites' idea of the standardized test was brought forth by the whites to ensure white supremacy. Shawna De La Rosa did multiple research to assert a correlation between the ACT score at high school and graduation in college (Fleetwood, & Nicole, 2011).

He, therefore, supported the idea that standardized test should be abolished in schools since they lacked creativity and has no influence in children skills and performance in a real-life situation. The proponents of standardized testing have a different view on the matter (Worthen, & Blaine, 1993).
