as translated into Arabic and English.
e The study can be written in Arabic or English. It should be written in a proper language
and to avoid any grammatical or spelling errors.
e Leaving a line space between the main title and the sub-title.
e Write the title and the number of figures, and the source at the middle under the figure
e Write the title and the number of tables above the table, and source under the table
e Page numbering at the bottom of the page.
e Indexing of contents, tables and graphics.
e References style is APA
e To be ensure that all sources are fully documented in the project's reference list, as well as
having identifying references in the main body of the text.
e References should be grouped together at the end of the project and in order of its
precedence or alphabetical order.
