Citation of PRIMARY Sources

Consider:

As mentioned in the Final Paper’s details, you need to cite: PRIMARY SOURCES- 
the 3 works you are analyzing and SECONDARY SOURCES- the 2 credible sources and any other sources (like definition of a name or a word) that you find through research and use as a support to any of your claims. 

For the Secondary credible sources use Google Scholar or LAVC Library Databases or any published credible source to support any part/claim of your analysis.

Please note that searching the definition of names or any word for semiotic analysis is NOT considered as credible source and will be in addition to the required 2 credible sources. 
    Also, remember, when mentioning the titles of the stories and movies IN YOUR ESSAY 
   as well as in Works Cited page know that the titles of books, movies, and artwork are in 
   italics and the titles of “short stories”, “songs”, “chapters of a book,” “articles” are in 
   quotations “ ”  For example, when mentioning any of the short stories in your essay use “ ” 
   around the story’s title: “The Chaser” but when mentioning the title of the movie or the show use 
   italics for their titles:  Trance

· Definition of names and words searched via regular Google, will NOT be considered as Credible Secondary Source, but are Secondary Non-Credible source which you should also include in Works Cited page if you cite in your essay. So, you still be required to search and use 2 more Credible Sources.

HOW TO CITE: Start with the “word/name.”  Then state the source in italics. Enter the date of publication. If it’s unknown 
                   enter n.d. to replace the date. Provide the URL link. 

        Ex: Citing the name of a character from “The Chaser”

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Also, remember that Works Cited Page is a separate page, attached to the end of your paper and the entries are Times New Roman 12 font, double spaced and are organized alphabetically (no numbers no bullet points are used.)
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
