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Part I
Based on the video “The Revolution: Bloody Boston” answer any five questions (one point each).
i. What was Patrick Henry’s argument against the British Taxes and was he right?
Patrick Henry was an anti-federalist and he opposed all attempts to rectify the constitution of the United States. At that time, the constitution put too much power in the hands of the national government. He, therefore, stood for citizen's rights and helped in the creation of the Bill of Rights that guarantees American citizens freedom. 
ii. How did the Colonists win the political victory in repealing the Stamp Tax?
The American colonists conducted several protests for months. In addition to the protests, Benjamin Frankline presented an appeal to the British House of Common. There, the parliament voted for the repeal of the Stamp taxes. 
iii. How did the Patriots and Sons of Liberty portray the Boston Massacre?
During the Boston Massacre, five colonists succumbed to gunshot wounds from the British troops. These were the first people to die during the American revolution. It was viewed as a rallying point for the American patriots. The killing was used as publicity to request the elimination of British Soldiers from Castle Island, Boston. 
iv. How did the British Government respond to the Boston Tea Party?
Following the Boston Tea Party, the British imposed more measures and policies on the people of Massachusetts. More taxes and fines, as well as coercive acts, were imposed to cater to the tea destruction. Further, more troops were sent to Boston and the colonial charter changed to give more power to the royally appointed governors. 
v. Why did Congress have a difficult time working out a solution to the problems before them?
The Congress operating under the central government did not have the authority to collect taxes, and hence they did not have funds for their operations. the over-reliance of the congress on the voluntary efforts of the government to send funds to them forced them to maintain an ineffective military operation. therefore, it was difficult to find a solution for the problems before the congress. 

Part II
Base your responses on the Declaring Independence video and your insight (link below). Answer any five questions (one point each). 
i. Why was the city of New York important for the outcome of the war?
The British offered to help the Americans defeat the French to make New York city their main base of operations. since the British often won their wars, the capture of New York would keep the British colonies united tactically. 
ii. What were Washington’s fears about defeating the British at New York?
General George Washington did not have enough intelligence against the British army. It, therefore, caused him a lot of problems during his campaign. 
iii. What mistakes did Washington make at the Battle of New York?
George Washington made several mistakes including a poor defense approach to New York, poor imagination about the landing of the British, failure of subordinate supervision while preparing the New York defenses, and finally lacking an escape route while building the Brooklyn heights. 
iv. What mistakes did William Howe make at the Battle of New York?
Under his command, general Howe made one big mistake of allowing his troop to retreat in fear of being outnumbered by the Americans. He, therefore, failed to destroy the continental American army, hence steaming the American revolution. 
v. Did the British win or lose the Battle of New York?
The British won the Battle of Brooklyn in New York. The British army under the command of General William Howe defeated the American patriots with whom general George Washington commanded.
