Keywords, double space after THE ABSTRACT PARAGRAPH AND LIST.

Write the abstract without the headings, then list all headings and fill in the parts from the abstract. Some journals and conference presentation require headings and some do not so that is why I am asking you to write it both ways. You will need to FABRICATE OR make-up your own results and discussion since you have not completed the research, but can change it if you do it.
You also want to list keywords from your paper in your abstract. To do this, indent as you would if you were starting a new paragraph, type Keywords: (italicized), and then list your keywords. Listing your keywords will help researchers find your work in databases. Check out U.S. National Library of Medicine’s collection of Medical Subject Headings (MeSH).
