Aeschinus is indeed the central character of the play. He portrays a very bad character as his actions and deeds are immoral. Aeschinus is the adopted son of Micio, who has a very different approach to parenting. His son sadly rapes a widow’s daughter, impregnates the girl, and leaves his hanging. Aeschimus reacts this way because he fears the reaction of the father. Moreover, Aeschinus kidnaps a girl who his brother love thus causes tension in the play. The adult brothers, who are Demea and Micio, consult one another. Sadly, Demea sees his brother's way of parenting as inferior.
