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Alexander Hamilton’s Greatness
	Alexander Hamilton is one of the key and famous founding fathers f the United States of America. With no precise birth date that is presumed to be between 1755 and 1757, Hamilton was born on the Caribbean island of Nevis to a Scottish trader called James Hamilton, and Rachel Faucette Lavien, his mother. He was an illegitimate child and was born into pure obscurity in the West Indies. However, his reputation was well built during the revolutionary war which made him one of the key influential founding fathers. Born into extreme poverty, it is essential to examine the rise of this great leader. This essay thus establishes that Hamilton’s immigrant background would’ve have prevented him from contributing to the creation of the American government and writing was his biggest strength, which lead to most of the successes in life.
First and foremost, Alexander Hamilton is historically impassioned as the champion of a robust federal government who played a key role in the defense and ratification of the United States’ Constitution (History.com Editors). This accolade was self earned by this great father out of his exclusive efforts and was not awarded to him in vain. This stands out especially basing on the fact that Alexander was not a Native American but an immigrant from the British West Indies. Having secured more senior position on the American soil as the forefather of this great nation, it is candidly clear that his immigrant background could not hinder him from contributing greatly to the founding of the American government.
Not even his nasty and scrutinous background could shape his brightly self founded future. According to the Musical Hamilton, Aaron Burr states that, 
“How does a bastard, orphan, son of a whore and a
Scotsman, dropped in the middle of a forgotten
Spot in the Caribbean by providence, impoverished, in squalor
Grow up to be a hero and a scholar?” (The Musical Hamilton).
Hamilton was born out of an adulterous affair between James Hamilton Rachel Lavien who was married to another man. His mother was imprisoned by her family for spending her husband’s family’s fortune and for the offense of adultery. James Hamilton also abandoned his family in 1766 (History.com Editors), and his mother died two years after his father’s departure. From this misplaced background, the song describes him as a son of a whore, an orphan and a bastard who by lack of choice was dropped in the Scotsman’s Caribbean by went against all odds to become a hero and one of the greatest scholars. Based on this unfortunate background and his countless successes, his poor immigrant and uncertain childhood could not shape his influential in put into the founding of the world’s greatest nation’s federal government.
Moreover, Hamilton’s education formed his liberation from obscurity. In the song, one bitter illustration captivates the heart to feel remorseful for Hamilton throughout his childhood.
The ten-dollar Founding Father without a father
Got a lot farther by working a lot harder
By being a lot smarter, by being a self-starter
By fourteen, they placed him in charge of a trading charter” (The Musical Hamilton).
The irony of being a founding father from an absentee father showcases his grasp and will to succeed and take over his own fate. As a young person, Hamilton work harder, a trait that formed his backbone that routed him into the founding government. While still a child at the age of eleven. His skillful writing raised his head into the skies after writing a great description of a hurricane that hit his home island in 1772 (History.con Editors). By this time, Hamilton worked at a trading Company on St. Croix (History.con Editors), but his fame made the locals to raise funds to send him to New York to study where his fame would take even a better shape.
Once in New York, he was enrolled at King’s College, which in recent times is has come to be called Columbia University. By that time, American was gearing for the independence war against the British colony and Hamilton involved himself in this very cause. His main contribution was writing, whereby he wrote pamphlets like “A Full Vindication of the Measures of Congress” (History.con Editors). In this article, Hamilton defended, “the First Continental Congress’s proposal to embargo trade with Britain” (History.con Editors).  Even though he was a migrant, this did not deter his vision and upon the onset of the revolutionary war, Hamilton joined and was the leader of an artillery company in the Continental Army. His successes in Trenton and Princeton captured General George Washington’s attention and he placed him as one of his staffs. Clearly, the winnings on his side were his sole defining and causes of his success. Thus, from an early age, his wit in writing and skills in the war were his biggest strength, which lead to most of the successes in life.
 While still a long way off from independence, the background that led him to very senior and influential positions was his skillful writing. According to Liscombe, “Hamilton’s writing prowess and military skills helped him thrive as Washington’s aide-de-camp, and built his reputation in Revolution-era society (Liscombe). Establishing a great reputation and winning Gorge Washington’s favor was unimaginable thing to befall the Young Hamilton. His peculiar stand was brought about not by luck or his immigrant background but through his ceasless efforts in writing. He was peculiar in his articles especially the ones that supported the congress’ will for independence and scrutinizing the British Kingdom. Moreover, Hamilton had great military skills and this earned him a position, and reputation in General George Washington’s army. This is more than enough proof that Hamilton’s immigrant background would’ve have prevented him from contributing to the creation of the American government and writing was his biggest strength, which lead to most of the successes in life.
His military skills enabled George Washington to bring the British General Lord Charles Cornwallis to surrender. Even though Hamilton had left the general’s staff in 1781, he came back and was brought in as a field commander in the Battle of Yorktown. His acquaintance and military prowess led to a victorious siege that was marked by the raising of a white flag by General Lord Charles Cornwallis. This was not the only victorious fete that Hamilton brought to Washington’s hand. Others were where Hamilton “commanded a light infantry battalion in Marquis de Lafayette’s Division, Hamilton helped lead the attack at the Battle of Yorktown in Yorktown” (History.com Editors). This lead to Washington’s great description of Hamilton stating that, “In Hamilton's day, showing courage on the field of battle was one of just a few ways for an unknown person to win fame,” says historian Michael E. Newton, author of Alexander Hamilton: The Formative Years. “Hamilton had a genius and was hard-working but did not come from an illustrious family like most of the Founding Fathers. He knew that winning glory in battle would make him famous and help him further his career” (Skaggs). Therefore, Hamilton’s immigrant background would’ve have prevented him from contributing to the creation of the American government and writing was his biggest strength, which lead to most of the successes.
Hamilton’s Humble roots and immigrant nature was the source of his inspiration rather than a hindrance. While his background was purely a sad state of affairs, his being in America was because of the Caribbean local’s mercy to send him to New York to school. He however, utilized this chance to gain entrance into the colonial and Revolutionary war’s cause as writer and a skillful military soldier. His dedication and excellent performance did not originate from anything but his background. “He had been with Washington as a key aide throughout most of the war, but wanted glory on the battlefield,” (History.com Editors). The influence that Hamilton got from his background is further proven by the fact that, “when Washington overturned the previous decision and gave Hamilton the command, Hamilton rushed to his friend and second in command, Nicholas Fish, and exclaimed ‘We have it! We have it!’” (History.com Editors ). Therefore, it is certain beyond doubt that Hamilton’s immigrant background would’ve have prevented him from contributing to the creation of the American government and writing was his biggest strength, which lead to most of the successes.
His skillful military skills earned him praise and fame in the entire America after the British General Lord Charles had surrendered. “Hamilton's report of the assault on Redoubt 10 was published in newspapers around the country, but Hamilton made no mention of his own accomplishments that day despite heaping praise on those who served under him” (Skaggs). He was a humble lad and took no pride in his achievement but this accolade made him more of Washington’s ally. Additionally, the publication of his victory is what fuelled his fame throughout America. “Lafayette's report of the assault was also printed in these newspapers and he heaped abundant praise upon Hamilton for his actions at Yorktown. As a result, the entire country heard about Hamilton's bravery and leadership.” (History.com Editors). Therefore, it is certain beyond doubt that Hamilton’s immigrant background would’ve have prevented him from contributing to the creation of the American government and writing was his biggest strength, which lead to most of the successes.
His quest for education made him more influential in the country leading to his everlasting impact on the ratification of the United Sates’ Constitution. After the revolutionary war, Alexander Hamilton furthered his studies in law and passed the bar set up by New York. He then continued to successfully set up an attorney practice which led to his selectionas one of the three delegates chosen from New York to participate in the Federal convention that was held in Philadelphia.
