According to scholars, most authors analyze the economic opportunities that can be sighted and invested in America. Horatio Alger comes up with a very inspiring and compelling story about a young man, Ragged Dick, who is avid and determined to become very rich. The boy becomes filthy rich and is among the top 400 entrepreneurs in America. On the other hand, Harlon. L. Dalton argues that success in America is a nightmare for people born in America. That is why the middle-class citizens in the United States are taken to be the next new poor. It is all because of the government that makes it difficult for the middle class to succeed. 
American Dream provokes mixed feelings in most discussions. An article by Forbes magazine dabbed six immigrants that can make someone believe in the American dream; they tell a story about Thomas Peterffy, who has faith in the American Dream. On 1944, September 30, Thomas Peterffy was the day of his birth in the Budapest hospital's cellular. Thomas's mother had been shifted after that the Soviet raid. He only had a single suitcase that had all his belonging, and he did not speak English, the national language of America. He moved to Spanish Harlem, where he met other Hungarians. Peterffy strongly believed that a man's measure is in the abilities and anger to succeed in life after a lot happens to their family. It was the land of several opportunities. Peterffy secures a job to be a draftsman in a survey company. The firm purchased the first machine, and no one had a clue of operating it. He volunteered, and he grasped the concepts so quickly that he secure a job to work as a programmer from a small Street trading company, and he was allowed to be in charge of building models.
In the mid-1970s, Peterffy had accumulated savings of around $200,000 and started a company around pioneered the electronic trade. In the year 1990s, he put more emphasis on the business's sell-side, and the company is now worth $12.6 billion and a market cap of $14 billion. It is crystal clear that Peterffy believed in his American dream so do other Entrepreneurs in the states. Actually, in Forbes's top 400, 42 slots are usually reserved for immigrants. People like Tesla CEO Elon Musk. Sergey Brin, Peter Thiel, Jeff Skoll, and Patrick Soon – Shiong all embedded themselves in the American dream.
Rita Devassy says she is living evidence of the American dream in an article: Successful Immigrant stories. On the other hand, an article by Professor Halton Dalton, "Horatio Alger,"  argues that America's success is impossible for those born in the lower class (Woell,2017). Professor Halton’s heroes usually rise from rags to middle-class and never make it to the middle class. However, this is very controversial since some of his characters in the novel, such as Jed, a poor house boy, depict the protagonist ascending from rags to nobility. Some other work by Professor Halton illustrates that materialism is useless unless it comes with middle-class respectability. According to Prof. Halton, wealth is an excellent product and immediate consequence of industry, honesty, cheerful whistle, self-reliance, thrift, and an open in a manly face.
