Annotated Bibliography

What is an Annotated Bibliography (Based on Purdue OWL)?
In short, an annotated bibliography provides a summary of a source, analysis of a source, and reflection on the source’s possible uses for the project. Some annotations address just one of the features while others address all three. The purpose of an annotated bibliography is to allow thorough review of the sources. 

Parts of an Annotated Bibliography (for this assignment).
For this assignment, you will:
1. Select four (4) sources for your annotated bibliography. You may end up having more than four sources for your research paper, but only include four sources for this assignment.
2. Set up your paper in MLA Format; include a title (Annotated Bibliography is fine); List your topic; List your thesis statement (it can be a working thesis statement).
3. List the sources in MLA format (as you would for a Works Cited page).
4. In paragraph form, briefly summarize the main points of the sources (at least 2-3 sentences) and reflect on the usefulness of the sources for your paper (at least 2-3 sentences). Use your own words and do not use direct quotes from the source.
5. The write-up (summary and reflection) should be indented 5 spaces like the hanging indent.
