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Anthropology in Europe and United States
Anthropology studies human behavior more at the individual level, while sociology focuses on group behavior, social structures relations, and institutions. Moreover, for sociologists in both Europe and United States, quantitative and qualitative approach methods are enhanced Still, in both Europe and the united states, the cultural anthropologists mainly focused on the contemporary societies instead of studying the ancient ones like the American Indian, pacific island, and Africa which had been their subject of their research. In both cases, the anthropologist may decide to focus on the power of reason. As well, the archeological parts that are in the united states are not the ones that are in Europe.
