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1)   Functionalists focus on how the parts of a society contribute in expected and unexpected ways to maintaining and disrupting an existing social order.  Give an example of an event in the “everyday social life”, (not political or economic) which can be applied to the functionalist understanding of how order and dysfunction occur and possible remedies to address the dysfunction, whether manifest or latent. Be creative.
2)   People acquire a sense of self when they role-take. Give two theories that deal with role-playing and how they are instrumental in creating “self”. Bring research on Jstore to this question.
 3)   Prejudice, stereotyping and discrimination are tools that preserve the system that benefits advantaged race and ethnic groups. How does this happen in America today? Be nuanced in your response.  We are not living in the 1930’s but racism exists. What forms does it take today specifically in the North East? Refer to the film Race the Power of an Illusion for examples.

4)   When sociologists study sexual inequality between males and females they seek to identify the social factors that put one sex at a disadvantage relative to the other.  Give 3 social factors that put one sex at a disadvantage relative to the other, as discussed in your chapter. Now give a contemporary example of gendering that your book does not explore. Bring research on Jstore to this question.

5)   Explain what civil religion is and give an example. Give a contemporary example not covered in your book. Discuss in your answer how society has become an object of worship. Which classical theorist best explains these dimensions in the development of society. Bring research on Jstore to this question.
