	What am I supposed to do for the Semester Project (Signature Assignment)?

	Occasionally, police officers lack the integrity that ensures that citizens and law enforcement trust them. Integrity is one of the important aspects of any profession. Integrity refers to the degree to which a person is honest and has good moral and ethical behaviors. It is also the state of being whole, undivided, or not tampered with. Moreover, integrity ensures that the workers of the police department hold their values, they aim at doing the right thing in all situations regardless of who is asking and what consequences might occur as a result, and have the confidence of the citizens. Furthermore, if the public does not feel like the police department does act with professionalism towards how their houses are searched or their properties seized, it is more likely that the citizens will be less likely to help the officer due to lack of trust and unjust treatments. However, the police department is facing a lot of challenges to determine what the police are doing. Therefore, this argumentative essay argues that police officers should wear body cameras or dash cameras to ensure that integrity returns.

	I chose this topic because of my interest in fighting the injustices that have been going on recently. That is, the police are allowing citizens to have unregistered firearms and careless killing of innocent demonstrators. For instance, police who intentionally abuse citizens usually get away with it since they are usually documented as part of the job and not police brutality. According to the Wisconsin Department of Justice on the case of Kyle Rittenhouse shooting protestors, the police laid the blame on Rusten Shesky, a veteran who shot Blake on the back. However, it is not evident that Blake was refusing arrest.


	What specific steps do I need to take to complete the Semester Project (Signature Assignment)?

	To complete this argumentative essay, I would follow the following steps. Step one, I would research current and past cases where police officers have lacked integrity in their jobs and harassed citizens, and later claimed different when asked about it since there was no evidence to prove it. Step two, I would conduct a survey or small interviews on the available citizens to determine what percentage of the sample thinks that the police were not acting fairly. Step three, I would determine what percentage of the sample agree that police should have body cameras with them to ensure credibility of their words during trials and competency check-ups after an incident.

	The core objective of this argumentative essay will be to create new knowledge, to persuade the audience to comprehend, and to improve the integrity of the police. That is, carrying out enough research concerning police injustice through killings, and beating of innocent citizens can help inform unknowing citizens and the justice department, and persuade them to ensure that the police responsible for the injustice face the law. Therefore, these core objectives will help the persuasion of allowing police officers to have compulsory body cameras that can record every aspect of their days from the moment they come into work to the moment they leave.

	The schedule for this project would take an average amount of six weeks to complete the three steps, that is, studying the background of police integrity, reviewing cases of police brutality, and writing the essay. 	Before starting this assignment, my knowledge of police cases, especially on the integrity and code of ethics was high concerning the benefits of integrity. That is, integrity helps in ensuring that agencies foster a culture of ethical values. Also, Integrity assures the users that additional charges will not be incurred from the policing organizations for replacement or failure of property, that is, it ensures all costs are covered in the warranty.
