★You must type and format your assignment neatly (use 12-sized font – use any font you like - with 1.5 spacing) and make sure your paragraphs are well-aligned.
★You must add page numbers + header OR footer of your group name for every page.
★For each item specified in the requirement table below, you must highlight the specific item under investigation (in any color you choose), and include the text that occurs immediately before and after it. This helps the reader (myself) identify the surrounding textual/linguistic context.
★ There is no need for both members of the group to submit separately. Only one member must submit on behalf of the group. Remember to specify your group number.
★You can submit before the deadline if you feel ready enough. You need to attach your work as WORD document OR Pdf file and submit it via the same location where you have accessed this file (the original assignment requirements). Your status will change on my screen from VIEWED to TURNED IN.
