Part 2: Getting to Know Reef Species.

SeaSky has a basic list of coral reef animals on the following webpage: http://www.seasky.org/reeflife/sea2.html 

· Access the SeaSky web page above or any other site that concentrates on coral reef species and then: 

•	Choose 3 different types of animals – a coral, another invertebrate (sponge, bryozoan, worm, crab, shrimp, urchin, starfish, octopus, snail, etc.) and a vertebrate (fish, shark, turtle)

•	For each type of animal that you chose, find a specific type of organism (a species) that inhabits coral reefs (For example: Floridinella typica is a species of bryozoa) [ I googled “bryozoan reef species” and got lots of information].
  
•	Write a 1 page summary of research (12 pt font; double spaced) for each animal that you have found (total 3 summaries) specifying – species name, habitat, diet, color, size, distribution, predators, life history traits, special characteristics, use by man?, etc. 

· List links your sources. Note: You may have to search around a little to find species that has enough written about it. If you are struggling with filling the page with specifics about your organism, you may “fill” with information about that type of organism in general. In my case I would explain what bryozoans were and list their traits.

• Conclusion: Make a bulleted point paragraph. List 5 “facts” that you found interesting. The facts can be about one or all of the species you focused on, but make sure you specify which organism you are talking about when you post a fact as the end of all summaries.
