Part 1: Oyster Farms & Oyster Hatcheries (summary and 5 facts)

· Oyster Farms and Oyster Hatcheries are found within the Chesapeake Bay watershed. Increasing the number of oysters that the bay provides is a shared goal, but there are important differences between the two.  For this assignment, research both activities and write a one to two page paper (12 pt font/ double spaced) that thoroughly describes the two different oyster producing activities and compares them to each other - Which one is typically a private, profit making endeavor? Which one is not? Which one supports the other one? Explain.  Details about a specific hatchery (location, # produced, etc) and a specific oyster producing company (How long have they been in business, what is their profit? Where do they sell their oysters) can be included to enhance your writeup.

· After you finish you r summary in the document provide 5 “facts” in bullet points about the processes that you found noteworthy.
