	TYPES OF BLADDER CANCER
Adenocarcinoma
This type of cancer starts in the cells that constitute the mucus-secreting glands.
Urothelial carcinoma
This type of bladder cancer occurs in the cells that line the sides of the bladder. The urothelial cells contract when the bladder is empty and expands when the bladder is full.
Squamous cell carcinoma cancer is linked with chronic irritation in the bladder.
