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Impressionism is a 19th-century art movement developed by French artists characterized by relatively small, thin, yet visible brush strokes, open composition, emphasis on accurate depiction of light in its changing qualities. It was developed by Claude Monet and other Paris-based artists from the early 1860s.
Top French impressionist painters include; Eduard Manet, Claude Monet, Edgar Degas.
 The impressionists created a model for freedom and subjectively that prompted artistic freedom that many artists of the past longed for. It is the root of all modern art because it was the first movement that managed to free itself from preconceived ideas and because it changed not only the way  life was depicted but the way life was seen(Francesco Salvi)
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Surrealism is a style of art and literature developed in the 20th century focusing mainly on the subconscious or non-rational significance of imagery arrived at by automatism. The surrealism movement began in the 1920s in Europe in the aftermath of the First World War. Dada highly influenced it. It is a 20th-century movement that is best known for its visual artworks and writings and the juxtaposition of distant realities to activate the unconscious mind through imagery.  
Most famous francophone artists were; André Masson and Joan Miro.
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Existentialism is a philosophical theory that explores human existence and emphasizes individual existence, freedom, and choice. According to existentialism, existence is primarily the problem of existence, and it's the investigation of the meaning of being. People are born as blank slates that create essence through unique experiences. Existentialism believes that death allows the person self-awareness and allows him or her alone responsible for his acts. Existence is always particular and individual, and it is a personal existence. Existentialism believes that we are ultimately accountable for our course and the decisions we make in life. With all the social, psychological, and political influences over one's life, the buck stops here, with me, I, concerning how I live a life only I can live and confront the reality nit of death but my inedible and certain death someday as the person.
The two most famous French existentialist philosophers were; Jean-Paul Sartre and Albert Camus.
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Simone de Beauvoir is an existential philosopher and a central feminist thinker and writer. In 1970, she helped launch the French women's liberation movement in signing the manifesto of the 343 for abortion rights, and in 1973, she instituted a feminist section in Les Temps Moderns. Her best books are "philosophical writings and all men are mortal."
