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Computer Crime
Computer crimes are offenses against other users’ computers by physical means or through manipulating software to bypass their security measures. Hacking is the most notable computer crime, and it involves illegally extracting other people's computer-stored data to participate in bigger crimes such as stealing finances approximately company products by using stolen data altering present data to enable theft (Aurora, 2016).
[bookmark: _GoBack]The second form of cybercrime is cyber stalking which is the act of taking a person's personal credentials from online interactive platforms and using the acquired data to abuse them on a personal scale. In the case of cyberstalking, a person follows someone else on social media with malice as the prime intention; the people who follow their social media contacts might also be obsessed individuals or fans of celebrities (Thapa & Kumar, 2011). 
Thirdly, phishing is another category of cybercrime. In phishing, an offender sends the victim e-mails that ask for them to key in their personal details to gain access. They present the emails as Trojan horses, appear to be useful documents but on entering personal details, data is obtained by the offender.
The fourth sub-group of cybercrime is piracy. Piracy is the act of selling or giving out content that has been copyrighted by the owners. Piracy begins with illegally accessing the data, extracting and later on, selling or freely provided to the public. An example of piracy is in the music industry where artist's music is accessed and spread but none of the benefits go to them because the public has already received the anticipated content courtesy of hackers.

Unlike popular beliefs, cybercrime is a broader topic that goes beyond hacking. It involves all types of violations against computer-related technology, either by physically stealing or damaging hardware, while the other ways involve software and networks.
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
