Formatting Help

Below is a suggestion of the format for the Unit 4 Assignment. You are NOT required to use this format — it is simply a HIGHLY ENCOURAGED suggestion to help you understand what the assignment requires and provide you with an option on how to do it.  

As with any written assignment, you can use subheadings. To create subheadings, you would take the requirements of the assignment and use as mini titles throughout your paper and then write your responses to each beneath them. Effectively, what you end up with is a great outline for the assignment and it will make writing the assignment much easier.  

Example of Formatting

Before you begin writing, your paper would look like this (remember, your submission will NOT include the bullet points I have here):

Title Page
Part I 
What crimes, if any should Joe, Larry and Bob be charged with as a result of their conduct?

· For each crime(s) you identify be sure to state the -- Actus Reus, Mens Rea, State and Crim code, Crime against person, property, public order

· Under this section, begin by responding to the question and then explain why.  Be sure to include a discussion of actus reus and mens rea for each person in your analysis. Remember to cite your sources as applicable.

Crime:  Robbery, California Penal Code, Section 211
The actus reus of robbery is…
The mens rea of robbery is…
Robbery is a crime against property
Crime:  Murder, California Penal Code, Section 187
The actus reus of murder is…
The mens rea or murder is…
Murder is a crime against persons.
And so on for each crime committed by each person.  Do all of the crimes for one person (suggested order is Joe, Larry, Bob) before moving on to the next person.
Part II
List all of the crimes from above in order of seriousness from the most serious to the least serious.

Formatting the assignment

So let’s now see how this might look in your assignment.  Obviously I won’t be doing the entire assignment, but I’ll provide selected portions to get you started….it’s your job to take it from there.

Remember, the content is in RED, those are my notes to you….if it’s in BLACK, you can use the content in your assignment.  Yes the content in BOLD is included too.  Here we go…

Do all of the crimes for one person (the order is Joe, Larry, Bob) before moving on to the next person.

Do the gang members in the order they were given to you:  Joe, Larry and Bob

Introduction
This paper will examine what crimes, if any, three gang members, Joe, Larry and Bob should be charged with as a result of their conduct.  In Part I, the crimes of each gang member will be identified and analyzed.  In Part II, the crimes of each gang member will be ranked from most serious to least serious.
Part I
What crimes, if any, Joe, Larry and Bob should be charged with as a result of their conduct?

(NOTE:  The crimes listed may or may not be present in the assignment—they are used for example purposes only):
Joe will be charged with the crime of robbery. The crime of robbery is a violation of (you input the jurisdiction you are using or the Model Penal Code section.  For example, California Penal Code, Section 211).  The actus reus of robbery is (You tell me).  The mens rea of robbery is (You tell me)  Robbery is a crime against (You pick one: person, property, public order).
If applicable:  Joe will also be charged with… (do same as above as relates to the next crime) (Repeat until you have covered all of the crimes this person can be charged with).
Larry (do this the same as above except as the crimes relate to Larry)
Larry will be charged with the crime of…
If applicable:  Larry will also be charged with… (do same as above as relates to the next crime) (Repeat until you have covered all of the crimes this person can be charged with).
Bob (do this the same as above except as the crimes relate to Bob)
Bob will be charged with the crime of…
If applicable:  Bob will also be charged with… (do same as above as relates to the next crime) (Repeat until you have covered all of the crimes this person can be charged with).
Part II
Crime Classification—Most serious to least serious
List all of the crimes from above in order of seriousness from the most serious to the least serious.
