What is a photo essay?
A  photo essay is a project that combines text and photographs to convey an idea or tell a story or evoke emotions in the viewer. Photo essays range from purely photographic works to photographs with captions or small notes to full text essays with a few or many accompanying photographs. Photo essays can be sequential in nature, intended to be viewed in a particular order, or they may consist of non-ordered photographs which may be viewed all at once or in an order chosen by the viewer.”

Assignment.  For this assignment you are writing a full text essay with 8 accompanying photos.  Of the 8 photos, 5 must be original.  The other 3 may be existing photos taken from the internet, newspaper, etc.  YOU MUST properly cite the existing photos and credit the photographer.   The essay content is derived from 10 academic sources.

The purpose of the photos is to illustrate/express your essay content.

Photographing Considerations
		If you will be photographing people
· Be respectful and honest about what you are doing
· Honor their requests

Photo Content
You have full control with several important exceptions
· Do not engage in illegal behavior to obtain the photographs
· Do not submit photographs of illegal behavior
· Do not submit photographs of anyone under the age of 18


Use of Visual Metaphors when taking or using photographs
A metaphor is a figure of speech that compares one thing with another. A metaphor states that 1 thing is another instead of saying one thing is like something else.   It does not use “like” or “as” to make a comparison.

A visual metaphor uses an image rather than words to make comparisons. 


Essay Format 

· Introduction - introduction that provides an overview of the photo essay , this include a background to the issue or problem, why it is important to focus on the issue or problem, and the larger “point” that you want readers to take away from reading it (i.e., the equivalent of a traditional thesis).  Your introduction should prepare your reader for the conte that follow. 
· Body of photo essay (Including Analysis)
The text of the photo essay follows the same guidelines as a textual only essay.   The important difference is the integration of images to illustrate the text.  The text around the image should explain the image and connect it to your essay’s theme and the point you are making.  Together photo and paragraphs tell the story.  
· Conclusion  This is the same as if you were writing a text paper.
· Bibliography -  Must use a minimum of 10 academic sources. Use APA format for citations and your bibliography references.  You are expected to cite all information and include a bibliography at the end of your essay.  I suggest you use REFWORKS so that you will have correct formatted citations and a bibliography
· Format: The text must be edited and well-written. 
· Typed, size 12 font (Times New Roman)
· Double-spaced
· Title page with your name, course # and semester. 
· 1” margins
· Page number bottom right
· APA citation format
