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Some tips about your final paper: 
The culminating argument paper is a restructuring of the first two papers with the addition of an abstract, introduction, and conclusion.
· This paper should include a newly composed introductory section and a new final conclusion section that presents your discussion of (and argument for) the solution. Your argument, or rationale, for the solution that you propose is the focus of this paper.
Your paper must:
· Be 15–20 pages in length*
. Title page (1 page)
. Introduction (1–2 pages)
. Reworked informative papers (10–15 pages) 
. Conclusion (1–2 pages)
. References (1–2 pages)
· Reference 12–15 scholarly, peer-reviewed resources (compiled by combining all of the references from your Perspective of Inquiry papers and any additional resources you use in this final paper.)
· Follow all APA Style guidelines.
* Most of you have a total of 10-12 pages in your first two papers. You just need to revise them based on my feedback, if necessary, to properly transition between the different perspectives. PLEASE DO NOT COPY AND PASTE ALL contents of your frist two papers. You may rewrite/rephrase/revise some sections since you have more understanding of your topic and probably more time to complete it. You may check your paper with SafeAssign to make sure you do not have a high percentahe match WHICH IS NOT ACCEPTABLE! You need to have only ONE introduction and ONE conclusion for the entire paper, not for each section or perspective. Please do not state/label the questions in your final paper. Also, you may add any related figures, diagrams, and charts to your paper which you may get extra credit! Also, it is NOT necessary to have the perspectives in orders, you may combine any sections and paragraphs.
