Casey and her roommate were very excited that Fall semester was coming to a close.  Finals were over and it was time to celebrate.  They decided to celebrate their accomplishments by sharing a sundae at their favorite ice cream shop in town.  The next morning, they visited Health Services because they were both vomiting and had diarrhea, along with muscle aches.  The doctor discovered they also had fevers.  A stool sample revealed that they had listeriosis, a foodborne bacterial infection that kills 1 in 5 people infected with the illness.  The doctor asked them for a list of all the foods and drinks they had consumed in the previous 3 days and the places where the items were obtained.  The dining commons was cleared because they were the only two students affected.  However, several other people in the neighborhood had similar symptoms.  Over the next few weeks, cluster of people scattered across the country were sickened by Listeria organisms.
