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Form 1 syllogism
1. An Amphibian is an animal that can live in water and on land.
2. All frogs are amphibians.
3. Therefore, all frogs are amphibians that can live in water and on land.
Form 2 syllogism
1. Schools usually teach a foreign language.
2. Some schools in Africa teach a foreign language.
3. Therefore, a few schools in Africa teach a foreign language.
Form 3 Syllogism
1. A house is made up of the floor, walls and roof.
2. A house is made out of wood, mud or stone.
3. Therefore, a house is any structure made out of wood, mud or stone and has the floor, walls and a roof.
Form 4 syllogism
1. A student is anyone enrolled in a school. 
2. A graduate is anyone who successfully completes a university education.
3. A graduate is not a student.
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
