ORGANIZATIONAL PATTERN: Problem-Solving
SPECIFIC PURPOSE: To convince my colleagues that college tuition is exorbitant and is disadvantageous to students that are unable to afford it.
PRIMARY AUDIENCE OUTCOME: I want the audience to support the plight of low-income college students and the minorities unable to pay the hefty tuition fees and support the campaign for the abolition of college tuition fees.

INTRODUCTION
A. (Attention Getter) For a minute, let us imagine the following scenario; You’re living at a rented single room in a run-down apartment drowning in school assignments and approaching examinations. Moreover, you’re working 3 jobs in your free time and saving all the money you can. What l have described is the typical life of a low-income college student. Yes, college is demanding and exhausting.
B. (Relevance)  Many students in this scenario are bogged down by hefty post-graduation loans which they struggle to repay. All this in the pursuit of higher education which is supposed to open the doors of success for them.
C. (Credibility) Ladies and gentlemen, the information that l will present to you today has been thoroughly researched and is reliable.
D. (Thesis statement) My aim today is to show you the disadvantages of college tuition on low-income students, the minorities and to the society at large.
E. (Preview of main points)During this presentation, we shall cover the disadvantages of college tuition on all parties involved and the various advancements that may be observed if college education is declared free for all. 

Transition: First and foremost, let us analyze the demerits that college tuition has on the society.
I. College tuition has the following demerits
       A.College tuition could discourage individuals from enrolling in institutions of higher learning.
1. As a result, more and more individuals will be out on the streets and may get involved in crime which will in turn hurt their societies.
2. The potential of these individuals may get wasted especially if they resort to petty crime, alcohol and drug abuse and prostitution among other vices.
3. These individuals will lose out on the employee benefits of higher education. In Canada, it is estimated that young adults earn 57% more if they have completed their undergraduate studies and got a bachelor’s degree than if they only complete high school.
B.Students are forced to choose a major guaranteed to offer them well-paying jobs once they graduate so that they are able to pay off their debts instead of one that they enjoy. 
1. This results in some of the students dropping out or failing in their classes due to lack of inner drive and dedication to their courses.
2. The society is denied excellence in performance
which may be seen in a group of high-functioning individuals who love and enjoy what they do and are thus exemplary at it.
Students who have qualified for high ranking and prestigious institutions may opt to enrol in cheaper low ranking institutions due to the high tuition.  
The student loans are a hindrance to the progress of an individual and the society at large.
The graduates may be unable to start businesses, to change their jobs or to move cities in search of better job opportunities.
The economy may suffer the brunt of stagnant graduates receiving low paying salaries.

Transition: Now that you have seen the disadvantages of college tuition, lets dive into the benefits and advancements that would follow the abolition of these hefty fees. 

II. The U.S government should go ahead with their plans to make college education free for all students, especially those whose families make less than $125,000 a year.
     A.Free college education will result in almost 100% enrolment in colleges which will create better futures for students as higher education is vital for good opportunities in the job market.
B. Free college education will help to close the opportunity gap as it will be especially beneficial to low-income students and minorities who lack the necessary guidance to take advantage of aid options and grants.


C.Graduates will be equipped with the necessary skills to navigate the job market and make good decisions. They will get better jobs and ultimately become wealthy. This will reduce the need for other forms of public assistance, could assist in increasing tax revenues as well as increasing the GDP of the country.
 CONCLUSION
A. (Review of Thesis) As we have seen, the demerits of college tuition on low-income students and minorities are numerous and even though there are grants and plans for debt cancellation programs of up to $10,000, these are simply not enough to fully ease the rising debt burden on low-income graduates.
