	☐	3. With the Ctrl key down, drag to select the age groups and percentages in cells A11:H14.

	☐	4. Create a column chart of the selected data.

	☐	5. Reverse the date order of the horizontal axis.

	☐	6. Locate the chart on a NEW sheet.

	☐	7. Name the new sheet YOURNAME AGE CHART (substitute your own name for YOURNAME).

	☐	8. Call attention to the lower voting rates of young people by selecting all the columns that represent the 18-24 age group and filling them with a relevant picture. 

	☐	9. Stack the picture so you see various mini-pictures, rather than one large, distorted one.
