Paper 1: Choose the magazine you will write about. Select ONE issue of ONE magazine. The essay will briefly review all the articles in the selected issue. Then pick one article and discuss in detail how it fits into the themes of the course. Bibliography: Turn in typed paper showing the magazine issue you have chosen, and state why you selected that issue. 
You will conduct a critical analysis of the article based on what it says about views of the author and audience of the article, views we have today and connect the story to the broader themes in this course, and the significance for American history.
 For example, the inhabitation, founding, tensions leading up to the Civil War, slavery and changing technology.
Questions to ask yourself: What is the magazine and who is the audience? What is their position on the major issues of that day? What is the author’s view of America? How does this journal reflect politics and religious views of the day?
You can use additional sources, but should be able to complete the project with only the textbook and class notes in addition to the journal chosen. No plagiarism. 

The contents of the whole project (Page 1-3 (or 5)
Compose a well-written paper reviewing a magazine published prior to 1877. The essay will briefly review all the articles in the selected issue. Then pick one article and discuss in detail how it fits into the themes of the course. You will conduct a critical analysis of the article based on what it says about views of the author and audience of the article, views we have today and connect the story to the broader themes in this course, and the significance for American history. For example, the inhabitation, founding, tensions leading up to the Civil War, slavery and changing technology. 
•	Minimum of three full (3) pages, maximum of five (5) pages. (no cover page)
•	Twelve (12) point Calibri/Ariel font type; double-spaced on 8.5 X 11-inch paper
•	Header must include the following information (As above) on each page: 
Your name, the chosen Magazine and date published, HIST 1301   Page#. 
•	Page numbers marked top right of each page, or bottom middle.
•	No subheadings in text, no space between paragraphs
•	Italics for Book/magazine titles, magazine article title in “quotes.” 
•	Avoid contractions (can’t, won’t…)
•	Normally spell numbers below 100, except dates/percent’s.
•	One-inch margins. Many word processing programs have default margins of 1.25 inches. Adjust your margins accordingly. 
•	No bibliography unless you use outside material

The essay should be written in third person. The exception is the conclusion in which you will describe what you learned from the project. 
All sources besides the videos and lecture must be cited. Use in-line citations
