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Correctional programs are packages offered to criminal offenders to deliver specialized treatment and behavior correction services such as domestic violence counseling, sex offense counseling, drug and alcohol counseling, family counseling, and lay skills education services. Correctional programs can either be supervision or educational training or both and are offered to correct the behaviors of criminal offenders. In some cases, the correctional programs may be submitted to the criminals as part of their sentence. There are three major correctional programs offered to criminal offenders at the correctional institution include CrimeSolutions.gov, Mentally Ill Offender Community Transition Program, and Allegheny County (Penn.) Jail-Based Reentry Specialist Program. The objective of these correctional programs is to reform a criminal by assisting the offenders to overcome their past faults and acquire valuable skills to use in developing their life. 
CrimeSolutions.gov Program 
CrimeSolutions.gov is an accessible online database that provides evidence-based programs on crime and justice-related topics such as crime prevention, corrections, courts, law enforcement, technology and forensics, substance abuse, juveniles, and victims, (Jossie, 2019).  The main goal of CrimeSolutions.gov is to help in practical decision-making and implementation of the correctional program by gathering data on specific crime and justice-related topics and practices, reviewing the present evaluation, and meta-analysis research against standard criteria. The target population for this program is majorly children and the youth who require are at a greater risk of disruptive conduct disorder or/and behavior. The program has six major components which include: the Office of Sex Offender Sentencing, Monitoring, Apprehending, Registering, and Tracking; the Bureau of Justice Assistance; the Office for Victims of Crime; the Bureau of Justice Statistics; the Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention; and the National Institute of Justice. The outcomes of this program are the development of promising crime solutions and effective patient treatment outcomes. 
Mentally Ill Offender Community Transition Program (Washington) 
Mentally Ill Offender Community Transition Program (MIO-CTP) is a correctional program initiated in 1998 to help acute and chronically mentally ill offenders in correctional facilities. The goal of this program is to create public safety, increase the chances of mentally ill offender’s success in society and minimize imprisonment costs through minimization of recidivism. The target population of MIO-CTP is mentally ill offenders, whose mental illnesses have been diagnosed as contributory in the offenses they committed. The main goal is to minimize recidivism. The main program components include at least one high-quality randomized controlled trial, individualized treatment plan, comprehensive assessments and intakes for mental health, and the creation of therapeutic relations with the offender. The program outcomes are the successful recovery of mentally ill inmates before they return to the community, (Braddock, et al, 2002).
Allegheny County (Penn.) Jail-Based Reentry Specialist Program

Jail-Based Reentry Specialist Program is a two-phased reentry program established in the year 2010 with support efforts from the Allegheny County Jail to collaboratively provide pre-host and post-host services to inmates serving in county jails. The general goal of the program is to reduce recidivism as well as improving the transition of inmates back to society. The target population for this population is men and women serving county offenders by helping them reenter society. The program involves two phases, first providing inmates with in-ail programs and services which prepare them for release, and secondly providing inmates with the utmost one year of supportive services in the society, (Silva, 2019). The re-entry program is mainly composed of Self Sufficiency Case Management, Training, and Job Placement. These components are sequenced in a manner that the inmates are supported to first develop self-sufficiency, trained, and then placed in a job in the society, hence reducing the possibilities of them getting back to crime. The program outcomes are the re-entry of offenders into society, having successfully gone through the correctional system. 
The most effective and proposed program to implement 
The best program for the most effective implementation of correctional measures to offenders is CrimeSolutions.gov. I can recommend this program because it focuses on correcting behavior at a young age through practical research and using practical evidence-based research to propose correctional measures to specific crimes. The program also utilizes well-structured components which follow standard criteria for meta-analysis of crimes, development of possible solutions, and the achievement of effective patient recovery outcomes, (Jossie, 2019).  
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
