Arrived at ED 9/10/17 hot and diaphoretic with shallow respirations on non-rebreather mask with an O2 sat of 83%. Febrile with a 101.1*F fever, tachycardia, and sepsis upon admission. DVT prophylaxis. Diffuse traumatic brain injury without loss of consciousness. Cognitive communication deficit

	Labs and  Diagnostics (Reduction of Risk Potential)
	Diagnosis can be done through X-ray with a contrast material, and Imaging scans. The disease can be prevented through change in life style by avoiding things like alcohol, cigarettes and some foods.
