5. Respond to presentation: to what extent do you agree/disagree with author’s views?
a. Which views do you agree with? Why?
b. Which views do you disagree with? Why?
c. What assumptions do the authors make? How do they fit your assumptions?

6. Conclusion
a. State your conclusions about the overall validity of the article
