[bookmark: _GoBack]The two selected plays for this brainstorm are Popol Vuh and the Epic of Gilgamesh. Popol Vuh was a Greek play authored by Dennis Tedlock. Popol Vuh is a story that explains the creation story of the Hero Twins and how they won over the Xibalba lords (Tedlock 33). In addition, Popol Vuh is a story that provides a sacred narrative of the K'iche cultural group's people. Epic of Gilgamesh is a poem written by Sin-Leqi-Unninni. Sin-Leqi-Unninni presents the story of Gilgamesh, the king of Uruk. Gilgamesh was a strong and courageous man who led the people of Uruk. However, his people were not proud of him because he was too abusive and harsh, and he slept with his people's wives. 
The main character from Popol Vuh was Hunahpu, while the main character in the Epic of Gilgamesh. In the Epic of Gilgamesh, Hunahpu uses his powerful position to manipulate his people, and as a result, people are not happy with him.
