Data Application Project
Choose a data science, big data, or data topic of your choice to research. Aim for10-20 page paper (e.g., 12 pt Font, single spacing - 1.15, and 1 inch margins). Check out these tips from Simon Peyton Jones on how to write a great paper.  If you need a report template, check out the library or conference site like MIT ICIQ Papers  to see some published paper examples. Finally, reports can be submitted in a variety of formats including Word Document, PDF, or Jupyter/Google Co-lab Notebook.  
Be sure to include any references you used. Here are some tips on the various report formats.

· Another idea for a project can be like setting up your own cluster and you want to describe what you did as a tutorial to share with others.  Check out the Wikihow website for examples. Also maybe you developed your own data application and you would like to describe how you developed it and how it can be used (ex. https://www.csc2.ncsu.edu/faculty/healey/tweet_viz/tweet_app/).
Be sure to include somewhere in your project report/paper, a description of the work involved.  This can be done as a preface, appendix, or something you describe in the body of your report.  Work can include time you spent with learning, practicing, analyzing, writing, researching, testing, developing, thinking, etc.
Submit:  
1) The paper/project report itself.
2) The Data Application Project zipfile.
3)  Powerpoint Presentation of the project.
