Your final project will be a PowerPoint presentation on the book The Last Stone.  Your presentation will be free of grammatical errors and contain at least one slide for each of the following questions/areas:
· Provide a summary of the case details so that anyone who reads the summary will have a basic understanding of the criminal case including information about:
· Starting date and “ending” date
· Abduction site
· Details of where victims were held
· Ultimate outcome of victims
· Perpetrator(s)
· Victimology
· Identify the victims
· Why were these children chosen as victims?
· Who were the secondary victims?
· What made them secondary victims?
· A slide including the names of all police officers, prosecutors, etc and their associated agencies who investigated this case over the life of its investigation.  
· Describe Detective David Davis’ demeanor and personality.  Consider information from our class and explain what made him a good interrogator.  It is not enough to say that “He could build rapport.”  
· Informational slides for each of these people.  Who were they, what makes/made them tick and why were they important to the investigation? (Please include one slide per person)

· Dickie and Patty Welch (can be on same slide)

· Helen (Welch)
· Thomas Welch Jr. (Teddy)
· Ray Mileski
· The first sentence that Lloyd spoke to Detective Davis indicated that Lloyd knew why the police wanted to talk to him. Detective Davis thought that it was something that Detective Davis had done that morning.  What was it?  
· During the first interrogation, Detective Davis advised Lloyd of his Miranda warning.  How did the Miranda warning differ from what you have learned in class?  Be specific.
· On page 44, when the Detective Dave informed Lloyd about Helen’s death, Lloyd stated “That’s why no one in the family could find her.”  Keeping the crime in mind, why would anyone in Lloyd’s family try to find Helen?  What was their motivation in doing this?  
· On February 10, 2014, Detective Katie Leggett gave Lloyd a polygraph exam.  Before actually starting the test, Detective Leggett performed a “step” that is crucial to getting good results in a polygraph exam or any interrogation.  Discuss what she did and explain how the “step” relates to this class. 
· What techniques/rationalizations did she use during this “step”?
· List at least six different techniques/rationalizations used during the interrogations of LLOYD WELCH.  Do not use the same ones you posted in the previous answer. 
· Your list will include the name of the technique as taught in our class, phrases that support your choices and the page numbers where you found the examples. 
· You will likely use multiple slides for this.
· What things contributed to the delay in solving the case?  Remember that the case went on for many, many years.
· What things contributed to finally solving the case?  
· Please include the big AH-HA! moments that led to solving the case.
· Criminal/legal outcome of the case
· Who was arrested?  What were the charges?  Was there a conviction?  If so, what was the sentence?
· The social outcome of the case
· The social outcome helps with understanding the level of depravity for a particular crime.  How did the community react to the crime? “Community” includes the greater community, the family of the victim, the family of the perpetrator, police, etc.  
· One of the most important things to remember re: interrogations can be found on page 325.  The author, Mark Bowden, stated that Detective Davis had told him “…how liars lie about the big things but flesh out their fiction with the truth…”.  Explain this statement in general terms and then explain it as it applies specifically to this murder investigation.  How can you use this idea in future interrogations that you conduct?
Your presentation will include:
· A title slide
· A reference slide, APA 7th Edition formatting
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Your PowerPoint presentation will be a minimum of 22 slides in length (and will likely be longer) and will be organized in the same order as the assignment directions.  In other words, your first slide/section will be the summary of the crime.  (It can be more than one slide.)  Your next slide/section will be the victimology.  And so on.  Each slide will have a title/header that is related to the question you are answering.  For instance, your slide that lists all of the LEO, etc involved in the investigation could be titled “Investigative Personnel”. 
This must be submitted by Sunday, May 9 at 11:55PM.  
I have uploaded the rubric for this assignment.  I will be looking for grammatically correct slides that include the necessary information.  The background/graphics on the slide should not detract from the information on the slides.  Do not include too much information on each slide.  When in doubt, split your information between two slides.  And, please proofread!
This assignment should be approached as if it is your final exam.  It is worth 20% of your overall grade so it is tremendously important that you do a thorough job.  I can’t wait to see what you submit!
