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	As we say, an idle mind is the devil's workshop. The crime rate among the youth has been to increase over the years, with higher criminal cases been reported amongst the poor and the low-income people. After school, many youths tend to stay away from home, and most of them are jobless. This issue of joblessness can lead to other destructive behaviors in search of money (Hesketh, 2019). Low income can lead to moving to a low-income hood where the expense of living is low. In this neighborhood, many youths tend to be associated and introduced to drug trafficking, and drug use a search of money and earn a living. 
As reported in several articles, criminal gangs will always be youths because the highest number of fresh graduates and unemployed school dropouts will always be youth. Trying to earn a living, they will try robbing others and being involved in other criminal acts. The lack of opportunities as well as problems at home can lead to this crime for the youths. As the youths desire to fit in, they find themselves being used by politicians in doing their dirty work and hence the increased number of youths involved in higher crimes (Hesketh, 2019). The government should therefore ensure that youth services are adequate opportunities for them. Giving youth’s opportunities and jobs will help them earn a living and avoid being involved in crime and being part of criminal gangs. Politicians who fund the criminal gangs and use the youth in higher crimes should be prosecuted and punished. Rehabilitation centers for drug addicts increased to ensure more youths get help.
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
