 Discussion 1
Breast and bottle feeding are two ways mothers nurse young babies in the first stages of their lives. Breastfeeding is said to be the best way to ensure the health of the child and its survival. Pros and cons are discussed through a comparison of the two methods. Breast milk pros consist of benefits accrued by both the mother and the child. These are; it provides the healthiest for the child, quick recovery after childbirth, tastes good, convenient, economical, and relaxing (Murray, 2021).
The pros for bottle feeding are; anyone can feed the baby, feeding can be done in public, keeps track of amounts the child needs, and does not require diet change from the mother or affected by the methods (Goldman, 2020). The cons of breastfeeding are; less freedom, it can be painful, partners cannot assist, it can be stressful, it’s difficult initially, and it requires a healthy mother. (Murray, 2021). The cons of bottle feeding include; it is not very nutritious, it takes time and effort, the pieces of equipment are expensive, it may compromise a  child's health, and affects the bond between the mother-child (Goldman, 2020). It is evident that the two are the complete opposite regarding the pros and cons, and what is beneficial in breastfeeding is a problem in bottle feeding and the opposite we sustained.
Discussion 2
The Gessel development test is a gauge that checks the child's growth process observing the behavioral changes through infancy, such as motor skills and language development, and social skills (Stoppler, 2021). Barley's scale of infant development involves observation of the child's motor skills and mental tests from birth to three and a half years (Encyclopedia of children's health. 2021). 

Parents can observe the cognitive development regarding the child's mental development on how the child thinks and develops recognition of their environment. Another test is  Motor skills development which focuses on the child's movements such as the head, the hands, and the whole body. In alignment with these changes, the test offers stool to observe conformity. These tests ensure that the parents are well engaged in the child’s growth and development and can understand and identify problems regarding the child's state at a given time.
Discussion 3a
The role of parents to infancy mostly relies on the mother through the immense time input and effort into the child's catering and caring, such as breastfeeding. However, there are essential contributions expected from both parents to ensure a unitary approach in weaning the child. A comparison of these activities shows that; Mother's abilities are a bond that understands the child's preferences and helps out. Their part is one of communication, including verbal contexts, understood by the two. The aspect of self-sacrifice is preconceived well ahead of delivery, where the mother goes to extreme ends to ensure the child's wellness (Parker, 2018). 
However, a father’s ability shows some degree of deviation from that of the mother due to the preconceived expectations through pregnancy and delivery of the child. It does not provide much emotional connection with the child; thus, this patent may not always be aware of the child's immediate needs but rather needs the input of the motherly bond. The ability of self-sacrifice on the large of the father does not focus on the specific infant but rather dissolved in various family contexts. (Parker, 2018) It is, therefore, notable that the roles played by the father are highly dependent on the mother as a go-between.
