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Discussion-Design Elements
The writer kept it simple; the information, although brief, is very clear and straightforward. The design sample gets the users'/readers’ attention quickly. The designer has also made good use of contrast by enlarging some texts and not enlarging others; by using contrasting letter sizes, the writer ensures both accessibility and understanding by the individuals who access the documents. Another apparent design element used in the document is contrast weight; contrast weight uses bold letters and words to emphasize something. The address in the document is in bold form. The user of the document can easily access the address if the need arises. Another way that contrast has been applied is by varying the letters' shape in some words. 
The writer achieved contrasting shapes using different fonts; the words education and experience are written using different fonts. The variation in fonts draws the user's attention to the text and subsequently the following paragraph. Another use of contrast as a design element is apparent through the hyperlink application in the document, sampleemail@gmail.com has been hyperlinked. Hyperlinks ensure that users easily access the information provided. Another design principle utilized in the document is repetition; the designer of the document used lists to organize the data, showing that the information is inter-related. Although it is not very clear, the designer utilized the principle of alignment to some extent; the headings are aligned to the left-hand side. Also, bullets line up with each other. Lastly, the document designer varied the colors of the texts; by doing so, the users easily access information. However, some elements were not used well, there is no clear introduction, and the alignment is a bit off. Improving this would go a long way in ensuring high-quality work.
The two discussions that I reviewed utilized all the design elements. The first one used variations of color in its headings; the color variations ensured that necessary information was perceived by the user. In combination with color, my classmate utilized fonts, another element of good design. Fonts make sure that there are varying sizes of letters and shapes; hence the user is drawn to the word. He used alternating fonts, Serif and Sans Serif. When emphasizing a point, my classmate enlarged the texts. He also used bold texts, especially when writing headings. Bolding texts ensured that the user found the information easily.

Firstly, my classmate began by giving a brief, clear introduction that was supposed to act as the guideline to the rest of the writing. She then applied contrast by combining various elements. She firstly used weight; to achieve this, she used boldface to emphasize a word. Then she combined fonts, italicizing some phrases that the user might find new or hard to understand. Using different fonts and italicized texts ensures that the user can easily and quickly perceive the texts; the user or the reader is drawn to the words. Lastly, my classmate aligned her work to the left; having a good alignment ensures that everything is connected and the lines are clean.
Generally, the two discussions that I reviewed exhausted all the design elements and principles. Utilizing design elements ensured that the work was orderly, easy, and enjoyable to read.
