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Discussion 
Inductive Syllogism
1. Two 7th grade girls submitted identical, typed reports with evidence of cheating.
2. Cheating is identified when a student fails to defend his or her work.
3. Therefore, the two girls cheated because they both failed to verify their story. 
The Unstated Premise
Cheating is identified when a student fails to defend his or her work.

Deductive Syllogism
1. All students who submit identical typed reports cheats.
2. Two 7th grade girls who submitted an identical report are students.
3. Therefore, these two 7th grade girls cheated. 
The Unstated Premises
1. All students who submit identical typed reports cheats.
2. Two 7th grade girls who submitted an identical report are students.
