Students are to write about the following and use at least one concept from the course textbook and another source (total of 2 sources) to guide the focal point of the paper. See formatting specifics here.
Writing and Formatting Requirement:
Length of DB: 2 pages double spaced not including the title page and reference page
Number of sources: 2
Explain the following:
1. How does technology create shared knowledge and a shared reality? What are the implications of a social shared reality (and the bonding it creates among people) on human thoughts, emotions, or behavior?
2. Due to fake news, people are often disinformed, but that information is still used to base decisions and people share the fake news to others, which causes fake news to spread rapidly. How does misinformation and disinformation create a threat to humans?
3. How does the removal of controversial reporting impact others? Consider both sides of the story for the best argument. For example, social media sites (Facebook and Apple) removed Alex Jones for being too controversial. Should people be allowed to view content even if others disagree with it? Does censorship matter from a social context? Explain. 
4. How do "Tech Giants" influence the ways that we think and behave? What might be the implications of the tech giants developing algorithms that influence what people see and read when they search the Internet? (View the documentary The Creepy Line to help answer this question).
