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QUESTION 1: drugs effects caused by overused then sudden lack of drugs causing nervousness. 
The drug that this individual was using could be alcohol. Alcohol is described as a depressant, and it slows down the brain's functioning and hence the nervous behavior. 
QUESTION 2: for each description, name the drug that causes the effect.
a) Slow down body function is caused by central nervous system depressant. Example Librium 
b) Cannabis is a class of drugs that alters sensory perception. Example marijuana 
c) CNS stimulants cause rapid speech and movement. Example cocaine
d) Dissociative anesthetics help inhibit brain perception of pain. Example dextromethorphan 
QUESTION 3: hypothetical drugs according to the drug act 
a) Schedule II drugs like morphine are used in medical institutions in the United States (Sugihartati and Susilo, 2019). 
b) Schedule IV drugs like tranquilizers 
c) Schedule V drugs like codeine-containing analgesics 
d) Schedule I drugs, for example, are heroin, LSD, and marijuana.
QUESTION 4: Tests and steps are taken when identifying heroin from an individual. 
Heroin is identified by a wet chemical reaction and turns yellow (Zhang et al. 2019). If the substance is testing positive, it is important to contact law enforcers to ensure that the product is disposed of accordingly.
