Question, format, and arguments: 

For my project I, I will be answering question #: What was the role of Art in resistance, specifically music, in resisting the Apartheid regime in South Africa? The question will be answered in an essay format. I will be arguing that music was a key element promoting resistance and liberation from the apartheid regime. I will prove this by showing how the application of music changed with time during the regime, the use of music to spread the resistance message as well as the use of music as a form of expressing concerns. 
Thesis and three arguments
This essay will argue the art played a major role in the struggle for liberation in South Africa. The most spread form of art during the resistance was music which played a major role in promoting resistance against the apartheid rule. Music was applied differently based on the degree of oppression exerted on the people by the ruthless British rule. Music was openly used by musicians in addressing their concerns about the police as well as public issues in the 1950s. The change in the degree of oppression influenced the message contained in the songs with the producers of the message using various methods to spread hidden messages in their songs. The songs allowed the people to spread the overt political message while for leaders like Nelson Mandela, music was a tool for lifting up their spirits and inspiring endurance. The challenges faced by the musicians due to the political message incorporated in their recordings have also been discussed in this paper. 
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
