	Listening and Speaking Lesson Plan 


	Lesson Summary and Focus:
	This lesson plan’s main goal is to teach the students skills of listening and speaking. The focus is on sharpening their ability to support their fellow classroom mates through speech and enhanced listening. They will listen to certain words and repeat verbally. 

	Classroom and Student Factors/Grouping:
	In the class, there are 4 native English Speakers and 6 ESL speakers of Asian origin (Chinese Speakers). Half of the students are American born and have high performance while the other half are Chinese born and are low performers. The listening/speaking lessons mostly cover vocabulary on food and basic prepositions. All the student come from the high income households that are very supportive of their education efforts. 
The main activities will be individual-based and class –based.

How I will teach the students?
· I will teach the students using various instruments including a chart that has all various fruits and foods. Using my hand and a pointer, I will point at each fruit and pronounce and let the class repeat after me. 
· Then I will request that each student repeats the names of the fruits after me to ensure that they all have understood these names.  
· Then I will show the students a flashcard with the pictures and names of the fruit and various food dishes

	Anticipatory Set
· I will a chart with the foods and images of the fruit that I will ask each student to point to a particular fruit or food that they will pronounce that they will also help the students to repeat after 
· I will ask the student to mention the tastes of these fruit and their colors

	Multiple Means of Representation
The learners in my class have various needs and the charts will be the main representation that I will use to teach. 
In the videos, I will include the names of the foods, their taste and colors for the fruits to help them develop a comprehension of what these mean and how they are used. 

Lastly, I will ask the students to point to various foods that they make at their home and tell a story about them

I will use the charts and videos for the learners with background knowledge of English
