Final  Description


This essay consists of five questions. You will select TWO questions and write 1-2 fully developed paragraphs in response to each. Each of the two questions accounts for 50% of the final exam grade. A response to a single question should not exceed 500 words. A strong response will demonstrate clear, well-organized writing to develop strong argumentation. 

The typical MLA formatting at top left of the document is only required once and not for each response. A works cited list is not required. Note, however, that if you have an alternative version of a course text, then you will have to provide a citation in a works cited list at the end of the document.

IMPORTANT: The only resources required are the primary texts assigned for the course, including the secondary resources in the Broadview Press editions. You are NOT required to carry out secondary research.

Instructions: Select TWO questions and write 1-2 fully developed paragraphs in response to each. A response to a single question should not exceed 500 words. You are expected to develop a strong thesis supported by coherent argumentation and appropriate use of textual evidence. The result should demonstrate your knowledge of the text(s) and your ability to communicate effectively in the form of a paragraph.

1. In what ways does the play prepare the reader for Nora’s ‘conversion’ at the end of Ibsen’s A Doll’s House, and to what extent is the process convincing?

2. How does Shaw use naming in Major Barbara? 

3. What are the rhetorical strategies that made Saunders’s Beautiful Joe a popular and effective form of communication in the late nineteenth century?

4. What is the function of the frame story in Wells’s The Time Machine?

5. Whereas Shaw’s Major Barbara illustrates a utopian community, Wells’s The Time Machine points to the eventual degeneration of human society. To what extent are their social visions similar and/or different?
