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ENGL 1102-Framework for Research Essay # 1-Exploration
Instructions: By now you would have chosen your best five (5) sources out of the list you compiled for Task 1-List of Citations for the Evaluative Annotated Bibliography.  You will be using the information in those five sources to compose your exploratory research paper.  As you notice from the student essay, [“How Do Online Social Networks Affect Communication”  by James Gardiner, which we used as an example [See Module 2 Supplement in BrightSpace] of the organization and tone of an exploratory essay, the student organized his essay by examining each source in separate paragraphs so as to discover new “things” about his subject.  You will use the same strategy to organize this essay.  Please follow the outline below and fill in the information that will serve as your road map/outline that will help you produce a draft.  

You will use the outline on page two of this document to create your outline. When you are finished, print a copy of this document and upload in the drop box provided.
Subsequent to that, you will use the outline to compose draft # 1 of Essay # 1 in preparation to send to me for a review.
*Please note that though your framework/outline has seven paragraphs here, this is just an example.  You may divide each of your paragraphs to make two paragraphs depending on the depth of information you find in the source, when you write your draft.  Some sources may have enough for one paragraph, and others may have more information for two paragraphs. What is critical here, is that your research essay has 4-5 pages double spaced with at least two citations in each paragraph.

REMINDER! When you are ready to write the first draft, do not forget that you already have an introduction from your Prewriting assignment. Go get that paragraph and start with that. Also, if you did the low stakes writing of body paragraph # 1 for source # 1 for your research essay #1, you already have the second paragraph in your Word document for your essay. By the time you have this outline, you have two whole paragraphs! Use them. Check them against what you have in this outline to make sure you have included the information in your framework!
