	· Lesson Title: Reading: “The Cry in The Corridor”
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Central Focus of Lesson: 
The lesson focuses on the vocabulary used in the comprehension. Understanding the new terminologies in the passage makes learners have better interpretation skills of the passage. English as a subject requires learners’ ability to critically analyze a passage thus the need for understanding every word used.


	
State Standard(s) Addressed:
The lesson addresses fifth grade core California state standards on reading standards for literature. To achieve the lesson’s objectives, the lesson focuses much on the identification of the new words. The learners will thus be expected to comprehend the passage and explain the meaning of the new words and phrases as used in the passage.
