Annotated Bibliography
 
The AB should include 7 articles from on your topic (do NOT include articles published before 2010 in the AB ).  Each entry should be formatted to include the article citation in either APA or AMA style (use only one style throughout the entire AB), followed by a brief description of the study. The final part of the AB should be labeled Summary and should summarize the findings of the articles you found in relationship to your chosen topic. For example, if your topic was the relationship between immunizations and autism, your summary might be that although anecdotal reports might lead one to believe that there might be a relationship between immunizations and autism, none of the studies published demonstrated a statistical relationship between these two variables. If there are unresolved areas or if there is conflicting data, explain this. 
 
The format for the annotated bibliography should be as follows:
1. State your topic. One Sentence 
 
2. Provide annotations for 7 relevant research studies 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The citation for each article should be provided before the summary and the summary should begin a line below the citation (see examples in module 11). All citations need to be done in ONE style; either AMA OR APA
· Articles should be in alphabetical order based on the last name of the first author 
· formatting: single spacing
· Each article (including citation) is worth 5 points. 
3. A summary detailing what you have discovered about the topic of interest will be the last section of the AB. This should summarize the research and is worth 5 points.
