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Erikson’s theory
Erikson's theory explains a child's social behavior at different stages of development and how social experiences affect a person's life span. This assignment will discuss the effects of divorce on the social behavior of a child in three stages.
Initiative vs. guilt, it's the third stage, and the child is four to five years. At this stage, the child develops a sense of responsibility that makes him initiative (Syed & McLean 2017). Children who struggle at this stage become guilty, anxious, and irresponsible. Divorcing parents at this stage should be aware of their children's magical thinking whereby they think their behavior has caused their parents to divorce; hence, the parents are supposed to correct that misconception.
The fourth stage, industry vs. inferiority, is at the child's adolescence at six years. The child learns why and how things work. Success at this stage leads to dynamic and control, while failure leads to inferiority. Divorcing parents should ensure that they do not burden their children with emotional and physical tasks.
Identity vs. confusion, the child at this stage is thirteen years to twenty years, whereby he develops the sense of self. This stage is important for the development of permanent or adult relationships. At this stage, the teens are mature enough to cope with the divorce of their parents.
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
