Expectations for DSW paper assignment.

You are provided with 3-journal publication in each of the Modules 2-4.  
· Read these and make notes. 
You also need to research additional material to ensure that you understand the topics and make more notes.  
· Use online research, 
· Pubmed, 
· Text books.
· Write a (750 words min-1000 words max) summary papers over each of the 3 mechanism studies, 
· You are provided with 3 journal articles which you must read and summarize in your paper.
· Cite these references within your text using the system and style described below.
· If you use additional reference sources to explain terminology then include citations for them.

· In your papers should include sections as follows:
· Description of mechanism for emergence of disease
· Description of Organism and Diseases 
· Socioeconomic impact of disease.
· Treatment and control of disease.
· Citations (not included in word count).

· Do not forget to use titles and subtitles to improve the flow of your paper.
· Do not forget to PROOF read.
· You will be graded on the following criteria (RUBRIC):  
· Up to 50 points per module, subtract up to 10 points for:  
· Poor flow, missing headings or organization
· Misuse or lack of defined terminology
· Spelling and Punctuation errors
· Incorrect concept or weak scientific description
· Inappropriate citation or missing citations
· This is college level writing assignment so expectation are high.
References.
In the reference list, references are numbered in the order in which they are cited in your summary paper (citation-sequence reference system). In the text, references are cited parenthetically, by number, in sequential order. 

· Example:
· Coronavirus is deadly as has been demonstrated during the current pandemic (1).  Hand washing, mask wearing and social distancing can be demonstrated to reduce the risk of death (2).

Follow the style shown in the example below for your reference list.
· Example:

Common problems seen in scientific term papers.
1. Plagiarism.  It is not acceptable in science to copy any text, place it in quotations, and then cite.  You must demonstrate understanding of your referenced material by describing it in your own terms. 
a. TURNITIN will identify any copied text and this will result in a fail for the assignment.
b. Citations must be listed in accordance with the above instructions

2. The paper should be written in a scientific tone.
a. No colloquial language.  
b. No comments in the first person. 
c. Keep to the facts.
d. Report information without personal opinion.

3. The paper should be directed at a general audience.
a. All scientific terminology should be adequately defined.
b. Abbreviations should be stated in full.

4. Avoid common errors with:
a. spelling, 
b. grammatical errors,
i. Incomplete sentences
ii. Run on sentences.
iii. Misuse of commas.
iv. Misuse of terms.

c. The original sources must be cited.  


5. Length of paper is 750-1000 words.  You should write in a manner which is concise and produces a good flow.
a. Avoid excessive use of listing.
b. Avoid reiteration and superfluous statements.
c. Keep to the facts.
d. This is a review of the current literature not an opinion driven essay.

6. The best way to learn how to write an appropriate scientific paper is to read many examples from the scientific Journals.  
a. review papers 
b. original research papers 
c. Case studies.

7. Be guided by the scoring rubric.

8. Spell check.

9.  Proof read, then proof read again.
